Although Cork the muskrat is short and likes to find things and Fuzz the possum is tall and likes to keep things, the pair remain best friends even after Fuzz finds Cork's lost stone and decides to keep it.
DiCamillo, Kate Mercy Watson: Something Wonky This Way Comes  (2009) Lexile 440
When Mr. and Mrs. Watson and their pig Mercy take in a movie at the Bijou Drive-In, mayhem ensues after Mercy smells the enticing scent of hot buttered popcorn.
Egan, Tim Dodsworth in London (2009) Lexile 260

Despite some confusion and problems at first, Dodsworth and his mischievous duck companion receive a royal invitation to stay at Buckingham Palace during their trip to London.

Feldman, Eve Billy and Milly, Short and Silly! (2009) Lexile 350

A collection of ten easy-to-read stories with a funny cast of characters, from a mixed-up cow that says "miaow" to a mole called Noel who plays rock 'n' roll in a hole.

Johnson, Jennifer Richard Andy Shane and the Barn Sale Mystery (2009) Lexile 540
