The meeting was called to order at 3:05 pm by Inge Robb, Chair.

Sheila Rubio made a motion to approve the January minutes. Ed Klass seconded and the minutes were unanimously approved.
Crabapple Middle School: Dr. Jarrett has resigned from the middle school for personal reasons. Rumors are flying and Inge Robb as Co-Chairman of the PTA has fielded many, many questions regarding this issue. No one knows any more information about this and if rumors are heard, we are encouraged to stop them. We need to focus on moving the students forward and continue the vision and strategy she has put in place.
The timeframe for CMS is as follows: there is an interim principal until spring break—Debbie Reeves. The job will be posted and candidates will be interviewed by a team (area superintendent, 2 parents, 2 teachers, and Dr. Anderson and a Human Resources rep) Tentatively, April 2 a decision will be made and the board will need to approve the appointment. 

Checkpoints:  An assessment tool (2nd -5th) given every 9 weeks to provide data for student achievement and used for revision of instruction. Teachers are able to access the data via SAMS to help analyze the data and correlate it with teaching. Every 9 weeks teachers are collaboratively meeting to discuss the data. The upcoming Checkpoints will be a “mock” CRCT,  meaning it will be paper and pencil and accommodations will be given.  Pre- and post checkpoints are given. 
RNE Program Review: Stage 1 was a meeting of staff and parents looking at everything RN is involved in and discussion regarding what we want to keep and what we are considering letting go. 

Redistricting: This will occur due to the opening of Bethany Bend High School. Dr. Spurka will be the principal there and Jerome Huff will be the new Roswell High principal. Only 500 people went to the first meeting. March 16 the first round of maps will be released. 

Boosterthon: Kindra will be sending home a parent letter explaining the background and idea behind this effort. There is some concern from parents that it is “another fundraiser” and is something that needs to be addressed. It will kick off in the beginning of March. The run is on the 18th of March.
Girls Lock In:  This Friday will be the lock in for 5th grade girls. 
Charter System Update: The board will file a petition with the state to pursue Charter status.

Harvard Strategic Data Project:  This is a $3 million grant that analyzed how many Fulton students go to college and if they go directly from HS or take a break and then go…it looks at socio-economic breakdowns and helps us determine what we do right and what we can improve.  

Fat Boy Chronicles: On March 5th there will be showings at 1, 3, and 5 at the Aurora Cineplex. The writer, producer and main character will be present. There will be pre and post discussion times with a doctor from Children’s that specializes
