The All State Art Symposium Entry Form can be photocopied and must be completely filled out by each student wishing to enter the competition.

· Make copies of the entry form for your students. Each high school teacher may submit up to 15 works to the regional coordinator with a limit of two works per student.  If more than two works per student is submitted, their work will be disqualified.

· Take digital pictures of student artwork using a minimum height/width of 1,000 pixels or 10 inches. Save image as a high-quality jpeg file (with a file suffix of jpg).The artwork must be identified with the file name: LastName_FirstInitial_Category_Title or Part of Title.jpg. (i.e. Smith_J_Painting_Self-portrait.jpg). The files should be large enough to view on a computer screen for adjudication on the regional and state level. Please be sure the CD ROM opens properly and the numbers correspond to the entries listed on the Art Inventory. 

· Please follow the Entry Rules for submissions.
