Entry Rules For High School Art Faculty 
Eligibility: All Georgia students currently enrolled in grades 9, 10, 11 and 12 in public or private high schools. Works submitted for adjudication must have been created no earlier than the previous academic year and their teacher must be a member of the Georgia Art Education Association.
Media:  Art in the following media may be submitted: clay, photography, drawing, painting, small sculpture, mixed media, textiles, jewelry, graphic design/commercial art, and animation. High school art faculty have the option of submitting fragile work if they will transport these works to and from Kennesaw State University.

Originality:  All works submitted must be original. High school art faculty should determine whether works inspired by such images are original in their conception and/or execution.

Number of works: Each high school teacher may submit up to 15 works to the regional coordinator with a limit of two works per student.  If more than two works per student is submitted, their work will be disqualified.

Entry Forms: All works must have an official ASAS Art Entry Form attached to the upper right hand corner on the back of the two-dimensional work. High school art faculty may photocopy the entry forms as needed.  Indicate (i.e. “this side up”) on two-dimensional works or the process of installation of small three-dimensional works on the entry form. Entry forms can be found on the Kennesaw visual arts website-www.kennesaw.edu/visual-arts/ as of 12/08. 

Mats and NO Frames: All two-dimensional work must be matted in white or black and ready to hang with NO heavy backing.  Charcoal/pastel works should be protected using a cover sheet or Mylar wrap.  This year, there is limited space for three-dimensional works. Therefore, the sculpture must be small, stable tabletop size works. Organic pieces that can spoil will not be accepted. Works are limited to 3 feet in width or height.

January 14, 2009: Digital entries are due to Regional Coordinators for local adjudication.   High school art faculty submit entries to the Regional Coordinators in the form of a high quality jpeg file on a CD ROM. Up to 15 works per teacher and no more than 2 per student. Please identify the CD with high school art faculty name, school, address, phone number, and email address.

January 28, 2009: Deadline for Regional Coordinators to submit CD ROM to KSU for state adjudication.  Regional sponsors are responsible for completing: 1) placing up to 15 jpeg images of the regionally selected artworks onto one CD ROM, 2) make sure each image is properly identified, 3) collect student entry forms, 4) submit a copy of the Art Inventory. 
February 2, 2009: Notification of award winning artwork for exhibition.  Regional Coordinators and high school art faculty will be notified through the KSU website of their student(s) work acceptance in the exhibition and official letters will be mailed during this time. The awards will be announced and presented at the awards ceremony on February 28, 2009.  

February 12, 13, & 14, 2009: All original artwork must be delivered to KSU for the All State Art Symposium exhibition.  Artworks selected for the state exhibition must be delivered to the Regional Coordinator ready for display. The Regional Coordinator will pack, ship, or deliver the artwork to KSU on February 12 – 13 from 8am-4:30pm, and on Saturday the 14th from 10-12pm.  Works may be shipped, but it is recommended that fragile or delicate works be hand delivered. Return postage must be included in the original shipping package if works are to be returned by mail.   
February 6, 2009: Registration fee must be sent to KSU.  A registration fee of $30.00 per student to attend the All State Art Symposium must be sent to KSU by February 6, 2009.Forms may be found on the Kennesaw Visual Arts website.  Checks should be made payable to GAEA/ASAS and mailed with the registration form(s).  The registration fee includes the morning reception, a two-hour morning and two-hour afternoon workshop, lunch, and the awards ceremony on Saturday, February 28, 2009. Deadline problems? Awards: Works will be adjudicated collectively in all categories from their original format by a panel of professionals from Kennesaw State University to determine the best representation of works from the exhibit. Judges will base their decision on works on the criteria, which demonstrate quality, originality, conceptual skill, artistic expression, and craftsmanship.  Fifteen awards, totaling $485 in cash will be given to the winning works.
