    Instructions for Regional Coordinators

Please share this information with high school art faculty

in public and private schools in your region

Regional Coordinators:

1. Art entry forms, art inventory, and workshop registration forms will be available at the Kennesaw State University Visual Art Department web site- www.kennesaw.edu/visual_arts/ as of 12/8
2. This year, students in grades 9 -12 may participate in the competition and exhibition.  Teachers of the students must be Georgia Art Education Association (GAEA) members.  Students and high school art faculty may participate in ASAS whether or not student artwork has been selected for display in the exhibition.  

3. Collect the following: 1) a CD ROM from each participating high school art faculty in your region; 2) Art Inventory: and 3) Art Entry Form for each entry.  Each high school art faculty may submit a CD ROM with up to 15 works properly identified with the file name: Last Name_FirstInitial_Category_Title or Part of Title.jpg (i.e., Smith_J_Painting_Self-portrait.jpg).  Please be sure the CD ROM opens properly.  The files should be large enough to view on the computer screen for adjudication on the regional and state level.

4. The Regional Coordinator will adjudicate the works from the region.  See Critical Dates on ASAS Flyer for compete information. The regional and state selection of artwork will apply the following considerations when judging: 1) quality; 2) composition and design; 3) artistic expression; and 4) concept and content.

5. Regional Coordinators will select 15 regional entries for state adjudication.  A CD ROM with the regional winners should be sent to KSU by January 28, 2009.  Send the CD ROM, Art Entry Form, and Art Inventory to: ASAS c/o Dr. Diana Gregory, Kennesaw State University, 1000 Chastain Road #2901, Kennesaw, GA 30144-5591 for state adjudication. 

6. State finalists will be posted on the KSU Visual Art Department web site.  Regional Coordinators are responsible for making sure original artwork is prepared for exhibition and is arrives at KSU between February 12-14, 2009.  

7. Symposium registration is due by February 6, 2009.  The high school art faculty must submit the form and registration fee of $30 per student attending the symposium, exhibition, and awards ceremony on February 28, 2009.  Please make checks payable to GAEA/ASAS.  Registration fee includes: reception, exhibition costs, workshop materials and instruction, and the awards ceremony.

8. Regional Coordinators, high school art faculty, or designated individuals are responsible for picking up the artwork on Saturday, February 28, 2009 from 4:30 – 5:00 pm.  KSU will not be responsible for artwork after 5 days of the close of the exhibition.
