The Georgia Watercolor Society would like to invite you to participate in the second annual Scholarship Show. Our response last year was remarkable, with $2100 presented to graduating art students.  This year will be even bigger with many more fundraising opportunities.  We will honor worthy fourth year students by providing them with a scholarship to be applied to the further study of visual arts upon graduation.
We are contacting High School art teachers in four counties; Dekalb, Fulton, Gwinnett, and Cobb.  It is our intention to have a juried art show for these seniors, an exhibit at Binders Art Gallery, Buckhead, and a reception to honor the winners.  There will be a scholarship awarded to at least one student in each of the four counties. That student must intend to participate in an art program in a college or university.  

To begin, we will need the cooperation of each of the art teachers. They will be able to identify likely candidates. This is such a wonderful goal for all concerned.  Original work must be done in watermedia no bigger than 22x30” image size.  Entries will be accepted as a digital JPEG.  A limited number of pieces will be accepted, depending on available hanging space. Work must be either framed or matted and protected by plastic.  


The competition will take place in March, with the exhibit and award ceremony in April, 2009.  Exact dates will be determined. We would like the entries to be received by March 1, 2008, and notification will be a few weeks later. A prospectus will be sent to you in December, 2009, with all of the final details.
