Creating an Artist’s Statement
Create an artist’s statement.  You will need to take some time, review your work and think about what you personally strive to achieve in your work.  What kind of a message do you try to communicate to the viewer through your work?  Not only should an artist’s statement say something about the work (meaning processes/media/techniques/craftsmanship), but it also should give the viewer compelling insights about who you are as an artist (meaning emotions/feelings/inspirations/ideas, etc.).
Q:  How long should your artist’s statement be?

A:  Approximately one single spaced type written page using 12 pt. Arial font (more than ½ page but no more than 1 full page).

Q:  What needs to be turned in?  

A:  2 documents.  One page as described above.  A second copy mounted on black construction paper with approximately a ½ inch border.  Save the document on your personal Riverwood folder.
The following information should assist you in developing your artist’s statement and specifies what should be included.

______Introductory paragraph.  This should be interesting and make the reader want to find out more about you and your work.

______Information on your vision and ideas.

______Explanation of where you got your inspiration or ideas for your work. 

______Explanation of how you incorporated these ideas into your finished work

______Use of appropriate and correct terminology pertaining to your body of work
______Discussion of media, processes and techniques used

______Address elements and principles pertaining to your work.
