
Value to Model Form: Still Life

Descriptive Criteria
Emerging Traits  

· Limited range of values – often lacking darkest values or subtle value variations 
· Values and edges often defined by outline rather than value 
· Inconsistent indication of light source and shadows
· Basic rendering skills in contours, proportions and perspective limited
· Often lacks careful observation of subject
· Compositional issues such as  excessive negative space, minimal background development, and  static placement 
· Skill with mark-making, rendering and/or use of media limited or inconsistent
· Lack of personal expression – teacher guided or simple set-ups
Proficient traits 

· Stronger and more subtle gradations of value evident 

· Lines used purposefully and not as outlines
· Shows developing understanding of light sources and shadows

· Addresses more complex forms such as drapery, wrinkles, and folds
· Careful observation of contours and proportions evident through more accurate renderings
· Composition shows use of movement,  activation of space, cropping, objects running off the page, borders engaged, off-center focal points
· More controlled and skillful mark-making, rendering and/or use of media
· Beginning to show individual thought in regard to concept, idea, purpose, subject and composition, but may still appear to be teacher directed 
Advanced traits
· More complexity in composition, media, subject, and technique.

· Strong value schemes supporting concept or mood of  work (high key, low key, naturalistic, high contrast)

· Complex use of light, shadow, and where evident, reflective qualities
· Effective and accurate attention to all details 
· If color is used, it is intentional, integrated with subject and adds to the concept and ideas in the work
· Perspective, foreshortening, proportion, full range of value, subtle value nuances are accurate and surely executed
· Intentional compositional choices add to the content of the work

· Composition shows strong movement, interesting placement of objects, strong visual impact, page activation
· Mark-making, rendering, use of media are consistently skillful, subtle, and intentional – more personal mark-making 
· Evidence of increasingly independent personal voice and/or style 
· Risk taking through composition, color scheme, subject matter, point of view, etc
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
