Call to Order

SPLOST III

Superintendent’s Update

Chair Muriel Hepburn called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

Mr. Wilson thanked the council for their hard work during the SPLOST III
campaign and congratulated them on a landslide victory. He also recognized
Sally Hildebrant and Sue Derene for their leadership during the campaign.

Budget

Mr. Wilson and his executive cabinet have set priorities that they would like to

implement this budget season.

1. Governor Perdue is proposing a 3 percent raise for all teachers and
Mr. Wilson stated he supports the 3 percent for all Fulton County School
System employees.

2. Unlike most metro Atlanta school districts that give full experience credit,
Fulton County only gives half experience credit to new teachers. Mr. Wilson
advised that because of this, the system is losing good teachers. He will
propose that this be changed; however, with no employees receiving retro
pay.

3. Mr. Wilson also advised that we presently do not give our first-year teachers
a Step raise until Step 3. He and his cabinet would like to see a raise given
on Step 2.

4. The school system still owes $49 million to TRS from when the system
merged with TRS back in 1987 and this will not be paid off for 12 more
years if the present pay schedule is continued. Mr. Wilson stated he is
proposing to the Board that money be taken from system reserves to pay off
this debt.

Construction

Mr. Wilson was happy to report that construction on both the Oakley Township
elementary school and the Jones-Hall Road middle school is on schedule. He
also reported that principals have been named for both new schools.

Vonnie Thompson, current principal at A. Philip Randolph ES, will head the
Oakley Township elementary school and George Weathers, an assistant principal
at Sandtown Middle School, will lead the Jones-Hall Road middle school.
