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Key Results from 2008-09 School Improvement Plans

Improvement plans, which outline current and ongoing school goals, are developed by
each Fulton County school. These guide school administrators and teachers toward
improving student achievement and overall school success.

Objective — Improve student performance in the area of mathematics

Results — All students in grades one through five increased the percentage of students
scoring at Level 2 or 3 on the Criterion-Referenced Competency Tests (CRCT).
Students in fifth grade increased by 20 percentage points. Randolph students will
engage in the following science activities to improve performances: 10-minute daily
instructional focus and integration of interactive white boards for math as well as math
vertical teams.

Objective — Improve student performance in the area of science

Results — The percentage of third grade students scoring Level 2 or 3 on the CRCT
increased by 12 percentage points. The percentage of fourth grade students scoring at
Level 2 or 3 on the CRCT decreased by four percentage points. The percentage of fifth
grade students scoring Level 2 or 3 on the CRCT increased by 18 percentage points.
Randolph students will engage in the following science activities to improve
performances: science learning laboratories, united streaming and science vertical
teams.

Objective — Improve student performance in the area of writing

Results — The percentage of students in grade three who met/exceeded the standard
increased in every writing performance area with the exception of ‘Style.” The
percentage of students in grade five who met/exceeded the standard decreased by three
percentage points from the previous year. Randolph students will engage in the
following writing activities to improve overall performances: mini-writing
conferences/sessions, daily sponge writing activities and writing vertical teams.

The Value-Added Performance
System uses analytical tools to
isolate data that reflects the
school’s impact on student
learning. It enables the school
to focus on factors over which
they have control to better
focus improvement initiatives.

Georgia Criterion-Referenced Competency Tests

The Georgia Criterion-Referenced Competency Tests (CRCT) are given in grades one through eight. The test measures
specific skills included in the Georgia core curriculum that are considered essential for continued academic progress.

CRCT scores are reported as levels. Level | indicates students do not yet meet expectations. Students scoring at Level 2
meet the state’s expectations of being on grade level, and students at Level 3 exceed expectations, or are above grade
level. Scores are reported by the percent of students in a school scoring at or above grade level.

Grade Five Writing Assessment

Part of the Statewide Testing Program,
fifth grade students are assigned an essay
topic in one of three genres: narrative,
informational, and persuasive. Students are
allowed approximately 120 minutes to
write their essays. Papers are scored by
trained raters using a standardized scoring
system.
