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Key Results from 2008-09 School Improvement Plans 
Improvement plans, which outline current and ongoing school goals, are developed by 
each Fulton County school. These guide school administrators and teachers toward 
improving student achievement and overall school success. 
 
 
Objective – Increase the percentage of students scoring Level 2 (Meets) or Level 3 
(Exceeds) in CRCT Total Math for Spring 2009. 
 
Results – Crabapple Middle School achieved its goal of increasing the percentage of 
students scoring Level 2 (Meets) or Level 3 (Exceeds). Full Academic Year (FAY) 
students at all grade levels scored 90% or higher in Meets and Exceeds.  The eighth grade 
FAY students saw a 14% increase in the percentage of students scoring at the highest 
level with 45% of the students scoring Level 3. 
 
 
Objective – Decrease the percentage of students scoring Level 1(Does Not Meet) in 
CRCT Total Science for Spring 2009. 
 
Results – The percentage of Full Academic Year Students (FAY) scoring Level 1(Does 
Not Meet) in Total Science decreased at all grade levels with the largest decrease 
occurring at eighth grade.  The eighth grade percentage of Level 1 students decreased 
from 19% to 10% in one year.  The sixth and eighth grade remained strong showing 
another year of decreases of 4% and 2% respectively.  The percentage of FAY students at 
each grade level scoring Level 2 (Meets) or Level 3 (Exceeds) is at or above 90%:  sixth 
grade – 93%; seventh grade – 95%; and eighth grade – 90%. 
 
 
Objective – Increase the percentage of students scoring Level 3(Exceeds) in CRCT 
Total Language Arts for Spring 2009. 
 
Results – The results for our sixth grade students were outstanding with a 21% increase 
in the percentage of Full Academic Year (FAY) students scoring Level 3 (Exceeds) on 
Total Language Arts.  Our seventh and eighth grade saw a decline of 7% and 8% 
respectively in the percentage of students at the highest level.  While the overall school 
performance for Total Language Arts remains strong with 97% of sixth and seventh 
grade FAY students scoring Level 2 (Meets) or Level 3 (Exceeds) and 96% of eighth 
grade FAY students scoring Level 2 (Meets) or Level 3 (Exceeds), our goal as a school is 
to continue to strive for excellence by increasing the percentage of students at the highest 
levels.  We will continue our improvement efforts for the 2009-10 school year with the 
implementation of schoolwide strategies to improve Total Language Arts for all students.

Georgia Criterion-Referenced Competency Tests  
 

The Georgia Criterion-Referenced Competency Tests (CRCT) are given in grades one through eight. The test measures 
specific skills included in the Georgia core curriculum that are considered essential for continued academic progress. 
 
CRCT scores are reported as levels. Level I indicates students do not yet meet expectations. Students scoring at Level 2 
meet the state’s expectations of being on grade level, and students at Level 3 exceed expectations, or are above grade 
level. Scores are reported by the percent of students in a school scoring at or above grade level.
