Career PowerPoint Requirements
Students must schedule a day from the four class periods chosen.  If you miss your date, you must make an appointment to present to Ms. Swartz separately.

A Career PowerPoint is a requirement of the Link Course and the internship program.
· Provide an overview of the field/industry in which you are interested
· Provide overview of economics of field 
· Explain the aspect of the industry (type of job function, company, or organization) in which you hope to intern/work
· Provide information on trends in the industry

· Research the current job outlook for the industry
· How difficult is it to find a job in the field?
· What are some “hot spots” for this field (geographic regions/cities where the industry is most prominent)
· Narrow down to types of jobs and companies/organizations that are most relevant to your particular goals and interests 
· Give few examples of companies or organizations in which you’d like to intern or ultimately work
· Research and find examples of local companies/organizations that

interest you
· Research types of jobs within the industry

· Mention some major types of jobs in industry

· Narrow down to a few specific roles that interest you the most for internship and/or future career—describe them
· List salaries for various positions, including the area in which you’re most interested 
· What level/type of education is typically required for the position/role or career in which you are interested?
· Provide detail on the type of education typically needed for the field (e.g., undergraduate degree, graduate programs, additional training)
· Give examples of some colleges/graduate programs that offer programs to prepare/train students for the career

· Find and list professional organizations and/or unions for the industry (if relevant)
