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ABSENCES 
Students are required to provide a signed written excuse from their par-

ents/legal guardians when absent.  E-mail absence notes are not accept-

able.  Excessive absences and/or tardies will be referred to the admini-

stration for follow-up.  Students who check in after 11:00 a.m. or leave 

before 11:00 a.m. are considered absent for the day.  Please notify the 

clinic and your childôs teacher if your child has a contagious disease or 

an extended illness.   

The Georgia Board of Education lawfully excuses students for the following reasons:  

personal illness, death in the immediate family, and special and recognized holidays 

observed by their faith.  Students with contagious diseases or illnesses should be kept at 

home.  Students will have the opportunity to complete homework and class work missed 

because of an excused absence.  Such opportunities to complete work may not be pos-

sible for unexcused absences. 

ACCIDENTS 

Safety precautions are always taken at school; however, accidents 

will happen.  Necessary first aid will be administered, and a clinic slip 

will be sent home to inform you of clinic visits.  Minor scrapes may be 

treated with first aid in the classroom. Please reinforce with your child 

that any accident not witnessed by an adult should immediately be 

reported to a teacher or the clinic aide.  See ñCLINICò for additional information. 

ARTICLES BROUGHT FROM HOME 

No live animals are to be brought to school without an administratorôs per-

mission.  There are many children who are severely allergic to animals. 

Students are not to bring toys or expensive items such as radios, tape 

recorders, collectibles, pagers, cell phones, etc. If these items are dam-

aged or stolen, the school will not be responsible for their replacement.  

Expensive items will be kept in the office until picked up by a parent or guardian. 
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ATTENDANCE 
School hours for students are 7:40 a.m. to 2:20 p.m. 

Students who are not in their classroom by 7:40 a.m. are consid-

ered tardy and should get a tardy slip from the office.  Students who 

check in after 11:00 a.m. are considered absent for the day.  When 

your student arrives late to school, you must park your car and ac-

company your child into the building, sign in at the front office, and 

get a tardy slip from the secretary.  Staff supervision of students begins at 7:10 a.m.  

Students should not arrive prior to this time. 

Students may be checked out early by a parent or legal guardian when necessary.  Par-

ents are required to show a picture ID when checking out students.  Students being 

checked out will be called to the office to meet their parent.  Students may not be dis-

missed with parents directly from the classroom without a pre-checkout form which can 

be obtained from the front office secretaries. If you need to check out a student at the 

end of the day, we ask that you do so before 2:05 p.m.  After 2:05 p.m. the office can-

not call classrooms for students to be checked out.   

Please try to plan vacations, trips, and doctor and dental appointments when they will not 

interfere with school. Students who are absent must bring a written excuse signed by a 

parent or guardian the day the student returns to school. Written excuses are kept on file 

at school. 

During the 2004 Georgia State legislative session, House Bill 1190, Section 10 - Mini-

mum  Number of Unexcused Absences - 20-2690.1, was passed.  This law adds respon-

sibilities for parents and guardians of school-aged who have five or more days of unex-

cused absences.  Once a student has accumulated five days of unexcused absences, it 

is considered a misdemeanor offense and all Georgia schools are required, by law, to 

notify parents in writing of the possible repercussions.  The parent of any child who accu-

mulates five or more days of unexcused absences could be subject to one or more of the 

following penalties at the discretion of the court:   
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A fine not less than $25.00 and not greater than $100.00 

Imprisonment not to exceed 30 days, or 

Community service 

In addition, Creek View Elementary School will query our student attendance program 

every 20 days and notify parents of any student who has accumulated 25% (5 or more) 

days of unexcused absences or tardies.  If your student is absent from school, please 

make sure you send a written note of explanation when the student returns to school.  

Unusual circumstances regarding the absence of a student should be put in writing ad-

dressed to the attention of the principal . 
 

BICYCLES      

Creek View students are permitted to ride their bicycles to and from 

school.  Students under the age of ten, must have a parent accompany 

them. Helmets are mandatory for all students choosing to ride bicycles 

to school. 
 

BIRTHDAY CELEBRATIONS 
Birthdays are not ñcelebratedò at school.  Parents may send in or bring 
in store-bought cupcakes, cookies, fruit snacks, etc. for birthday ñtreatsò 
to be distributed during the class lunch period in the cafeteria only.  
(For safety reasons, we ask that you not send in òhomemadeó 
baked goods.) These items should be dropped off in the front office or 
parents may choose to bring them into the cafeteria during lunch and 

volunteer to serve each student at the class lunch table.  The snack must be ready to 
serve quickly and easily.  Teachers and paraprofessionals do not have access to cutting 
or serving utensils.  Please do not put candles or streamers on birthday cakes because 
you will not be permitted to light them. Balloon bouquets, flowers, goodie bags, and gifts 
for students should not be included in birthday ñtreats.ò   
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Please do not send or bring in party invitations to be sent home with students. Per-
sonal party invitations must be mailed outside of school to avoid any opportunity 
for hurt feelings.   A school directory will be published with the names, addresses and 
phone numbers of those families who wish to have that information released.  We ask 
that you not send a limousine to transport your child or other students to parties as doing 
so causes a major disruption to afternoon dismissal. 

 

BULLYING 

The Fulton County Board of Education prohibits bullying at any loca-

tion or activity under the jurisdiction of the school system.  Any student 

who engages in bullying may be subject to disciplinary action up to and 

including expulsion.  Each complaint of bullying will be promptly inves-

tigated.  The school system prohibits retaliatory behavior against any 

complainant or any participant in the complaint process.  Please refer 

to the Fulton County Discipline Handbook for further information.  If your child is bullied at 

school or on the school bus, please inform the Assistant Principal as soon as possible. 

 

BUS SAFETY 

Behavior on school buses is an extension of classroom behavior.  

Riding the bus is a privilege contingent upon proper and courteous 

conduct.   For the safety of all students on the bus, children whose 

conduct negatively affects their safety or the safety of others will 

be handled by the bus driver and referred to the assistant princi-

pal.  Students may be subject to disciplinary procedures when bus safety rules are vio-

lated.  These may include up front assigned seats and/or suspension from riding the bus 

for one or more days. The following rules must be followed: 

1. Students are to behave appropriately on the bus as well as at the bus stop. They
