Hapeville Middle School Board Minutes of Meeting April 17, 2006

· Minutes of March 20, 2006 Board meeting approved.

· Financial reports were distributed and discussed by Ms. Olsen.   The budget is in line with forecasts originally determined at the beginning of the school year with the exception of substitute teachers.   Supply orders are requested from teachers as soon as possible for finalizing the 2006-2007 Budget. 
· Enrollment Update -  Currently we have 289 students.  As of today (4/17/2006) 35 of the 289 are definitely not coming back for the 2006-2007 School year.  We would like to start with an enrollment count of 450 to 480 students for the 2006-2007 school year which will leave us room for students relocating over the summer.   Ms. Boyce is working with registration of new students for 2006-2007 School Year.
· 20 students per room max next year is the goal

· Harkness tables will be installed over the summer

· Visit to Phillips Exeter Academy by three Hapeville Charter Middle School staff is scheduled for 2nd week in May

· The school has secured a building on Elm Street at the end of College Ave which will be the new location for the Eighth Grade Academy (Definite location) 

· Hapeville Education Center Concept and Hapeville Charter HS will be submitted to FCS by June 1st.  Possible location for High School will be the Mark Inn Hotel.  Atlanta Technical College will possibly assist with the curriculum meeting with ATL Tech College 4/18.  The expectations for the Mark Inn are to house Hapeville MS and HS grades 6 through 12.  12th graders will intern most of their senior year.  Space for ATL tech to offer classes are another possibility.  Stop by Newnan counties Continuing Education Center in Newnan, Georgia this will give you an idea of the concept for the Hapeville Education Center (coming soon). 

· How will the budget cuts in Fulton County Schools affect HMS?  Budgets will be reviewed by Fulton County Schools and charter school operators during May.
