Venn diagram Project – Will count as a quiz grade.

Materials:  Posterboard, markers, tally sheet, six 3 x 5 notecards

1. You must create a question that you can ask your fellow classmates and/or family members.  You must have 3 answers for it (even though there could be others…  we are trying to make this not too difficult!)

****** Must be legal!!

****** Must be something that could be shared with the principal!

2. You must ask 100 people your question and record their answers on a tally sheet.

3. You must create a Venn diagram to display your results on a posterboard.  (You can use markers or for extra credit, go above and beyond and use other materials to create the circles!!)  Be sure everything is labeled and be sure to include the question you asked at the top of the diagram.  Decorate the board with drawings, pictures or clippings that best represent your question.

4. You must use 6 notecards to create probability questions based on your Venn diagram.  Three must be “and” questions and three must be “or” questions.  Put the questions on the front in both “math language” and “normal language.”  Then show your work on how to solve them on the back.  These will be handed in with your diagram.

5. Be sure your name and class period is on the posterboard AND all six note cards!!!
