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Summary

•Work submitted during Remote Learning will only count if  it positively impacts a 
student’s overall grade. Scores will not count against student progress.

•We strongly encourage the completion or re-submission on any assigned 
work. Students will be allowed to redo, resubmit, and/or retake assignments.

•Scores can positively impact the student’s progress towards satisfactory

•A student’s final average will be held harmless during remote learning if  the student 
remains engaged and submits work that demonstrates mastery of  the prioritized 
standards in English Language Arts and Mathematics for grades Pre-K through 
Grade 5



Graded Assignments

•Grade level teachers should work together when assigning graded 

assignments

•Teachers will assign work weekly and prioritize the work for students

•Teachers will identify the assignments which will be graded

•Teachers will provide weekly feedback

•Teachers will enter scores into Infinite Campus weekly; one Reading and one Math



NON -RESPONSIVE PRACTICES
If  a child is turning in less than 70% of  their graded assignments, teachers will: 

•Contact the student and parent in various ways: email, text, phone call, Class Dojo, Google Classroom, SeeSaw, or 
through a cooperating staff member (EIP, ESOL, SPED, Social Worker, Parent Liaison, etc…)Initial Contact

•Teachers will document when and howthey attempted contact with student and parentDocument

•Teachers will try two attempts in one weekAdditional Contact

•At the end of the week, if there is no response from a parent or student, teachers will place the child’s name on the 
“Nonresponsive Studentó spreadsheet. 

Spreadsheet

•The teacher will place in òIó in Infinite Campus for the graded assignment that was not completed“I” in IC

•The admin representativeswill use the spreadsheet to determine who they need to call and will work together to 
make contact with the student and report back to the teacher no later than Tuesday of each week

INFINITE CAMPUS/ASSESSMENT EXPECTATIONS

•Grades will be entered into Infinite Campus weekly (Total of  4 or 5 grades for Q4)

•Please ensure you take one assignment each week for Reading and Math

•The assignments should be selected in order to ensure mastery of  priority standards

•The score must not negatively impact the student’s March 12th overall grade

•Zeros will NOT be given during Remote Learning

•An “I” will be entered in Infinite Campus for missing assignments



INFINITE CAMPUS/ASSESSMENT EXPECTATIONS

•4th Quarter grade reporting will reflect the following:

•S- Satisfactory (80-100%)

•N- Needs Improvement (70-79%)

•U- Unsatisfactory (69% or below)

•I- Incomplete

•Enter grades like you have always been doing. Student Information will convert to S, 
N, or U.

•All “graded” assignments CAN be scored and entered but the minimum amount 
required is one Reading and one Math grade weekly



Entering Grades Options

1) Enter an assignment but NOT have it count towards overall grade (whole 

class)

2) Enter “I” for Incomplete if  a child does NOT turn in a graded assignment 

after multiple supports by the teacher

3) Enter a score for an assignment but choose “dropped” so that the 

assignment is not counted in the overall grade (individual student)



Scenarios

•Graded assignment given for whole 
class in Reading

•Most students do poorly

•A few don’t complete it

Enter assignment but uncheck box to 
“enter score in grade calculation”

•Graded assignment given for whole 
class in Math

•A few students do poorly

•A few students don’t complete it

Enter assignment for the whole class. 
Select “dropped” for the students who did 
poorly and select “I” for the students who 
did not complete the assignment 



GRADING OPTIONS 
DURING REMOTE 

LEARNING

Option 1: Do not include an 
assignment in grade calculation 
(whole class)

This option provides teachers the 
ability to score an assignment, but 
not have the score be used in 
calculating the average. The 
assignment and score are visible to 
students and parents. This can be 
used for assignments already given 
and scored.

a. Uncheck the box “Include in 
Grade Calculation

Option 2: Using the 
òIncompleteó (Individual 
student)

This option should be used when a 
student does not complete an 
assignment during remote learning. 
No score should be entered when 
an “I” is selected. The word 
“incomplete” is visible to students 
and parents in the portal. An “I” is 
not calculated in the student’s 
average



GRADING OPTIONS 
DURING REMOTE 

LEARNING

Option 3: Using the òDroppedó 
(individual student)

This option provides teachers the 
ability to score an assignment, but 
not include the score in the 
student’s grade calculations. This 
should be used if  an assignment is 
given and a student earns a score 
that negatively impacts their 
average. Once a score is marked 
“Dropped”, a line will appear 
through the score.
